This cooperative effort of the Livingston Soccer Club's Travel and In-Town programs is 
geared  towards  all  young athletes  wishing  to  improve their  skills  and  play  Spring 
soccer, as well as strongly recommended for all girls and boys interested in playing 
Travel Soccer.  This Spring’s season will kick off with our first day of training on March 
23rd.

Program Highlights:
➢ Players will be professionally trained by Ashley's Sports Domain Academy (the same 

organization that currently trains and coaches the Livingston Soccer Club's Travel 
Teams)

➢ Training will consist of two - 1 hour sessions per week (Tuesday & Thursday)
➢ Girls – Tuesday 4:50- 5:50pm, Thursday 3:45 - 4:45pm at MPE/MPM
➢ Boys – Tuesday 3:45 - 4:45pm, Thursday 4:50- 5:50pm at MPE/MPM 

○ ** Note: MPE/MPM (Mt. Pleasant  Elementary/Middle School)
○ ** Note: Do not enter the school parking lot before 3:30 PM

➢ The program will be 10 weeks long - commencing late March 23rd and concluding 
around Memorial Day 

➢ Emphasis is on developing individual and team skills and a general sense of the game
➢ Provide early preparation for those planning to try out for Travel soccer (tryouts to be 

held in April/May).
➢ Cost per player will be $130 (includes Livingston Soccer T-shirt)

Who should consider this program? 
➢ Any Boy or Girl athlete considering playing U-8* or U-9 Travel soccer in Fall 2010 
➢ Any Boy or Girl wishing to improve their soccer skills while having fun and being trained 

by professionals, regardless of whether or not they intend to try out for Travel

○ ** Note: 2010-11  U-8 Travel Soccer players must be born between August 
1st, 2002 and July 31st, 2003
